The Naito Museum of Pharmaceutical Science and Industry (Kakamigahara City, Gifu Prefecture,
“the Naito Museum”), operated by Eisai Co., Ltd., (“Eisai”) has been listed as a "Registered
Museum" in Gifu Prefecture as of May 31, 2024. The first time in 15 years (since November 2008)
that a museum has been newly registered in Gifu Prefecture, the Naito Museum is the first
corporate museum to be registered in the prefecture.

Established in 1971 by Eisai’'s founder Toyoji Naito as a museum dedicated to collecting,
preserving and showcasing a wealth of materials on the history of pharmacy and the
pharmaceutical industry in Japan, the museum has been an important source of knowledge for
researchers, students, and the public. Utilizing this opportunity of becoming a registered museum,
the Naito Museum aims to make even greater contributions to society and the local community.
